2005 was exceptional for premium Clare Valley riesling. Heavy winter rain
provided abundant moisture reserves and a warm early spring saw lush
canopy growth which slowed in November, providing optimum flowering
conditions. Rainfall in November, December and a cool January meant
minimum vine stress before veraison. Stable temperatures and cool nights
up to harvest, allowed complex flavours develop.
